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Stream festival 2018 – VOLUNTEER APPLICATION FORM


FESTIVAL VOLUNTEER ROLES - The role of all the festival volunteers is to be welcoming and helpful to audience members and assist festival staff with the supervision of venues and other festival areas with regard to safety. 
All volunteers must attend a briefing session in advance of the festival.

STAGE STEWARDS will be on duty inside the studio venues. This role involves helping with event or activity change-overs, time keeping, supporting artists and technicians where necessary and assisting with an evacuation in the event of an emergency. Stewards will also be situated outside, generally overseeing festival areas.

OUTDOOR STEWARDS will be on duty at the riverside and in other areas checking entrance requirements at the access points, walking members of the public to locations and giving information to the public and supervising with regard to health and safety.

FESTIVAL WELCOME STEWARDS will welcome people as they enter the festival information point at Dartington Space, issue pre-paid tickets, put on wristbands, sign people up to limited capacity activities and generally give out information about the festival.

ROVERS AND RUNNERS will be on call to assist the health and safety team, stages, the information points or emergency evacuation. as required.
All volunteers are responsible for monitoring the cleanliness of the site and picking up stray pieces of litter.

ASSISTANT VOLUNTEER COORDINATOR - I am looking for one or two people who are willing to take on a more extensive volunteer role during the festival. This will entail longer shifts, but will be a valuable experience for anyone wishing to enter the field of events or volunteer management, or for someone who just likes the idea of a more in-depth ‘behind the scenes’ role. This role will include such tasks as signing people on and off shift, being a presence in the office when volunteers are on shift, making sure volunteers understand their role and being able to answer any questions and queries.
